Directions

The campsite is called Garner’s Field. It is located off Sheephatch Lane which can be accessed either via
Tilford Street from the B3001 or from Tilford Road, both from Farnham. There is no postcode to use
with a Satnav, but the GPS coordinates are N 51°11’35.1” W 0° 45’ 30.1”. A map is provided on our
website at www.bagshotscouts.org.uk. There will be a Bagshot Scouts sign at the entrance to the site.

Kit

You need a tent, sleeping bags/mats and eating kit (plate/bowl/mug/knife/fork/spoon). It will be cold
at night. All the cooking gear and food for meals is provided. No snacks between meals have been
catered for. There is an area for paddling in the stream, so a towel and extra clothing might be useful.
